World-class musicians Daniel Binelli and Polly Ferman have united their talents to 

develop and further the appreciation of the tango, milonga, candombe, and other Latin 

American musical forms in the rarely heard partnership of the bandoneón and piano. 

Their performances reflect the elegance and the subtlety of the traditional tango, the 

sauciness of the milonga, the romance of the waltz, and the temperament and power of 

the contemporary tango.  

The Binelli-Ferman Duo's ability to reach out to their audiences in conversation and 

through music has made its performances an amazing experience for concert 

enthusiasts worldwide. Since their debut in January 2000 in New York City, they have 

toured extensively throughout the world including performances in Tokyo, Beijing, 

Shanghai, Rome, Paris, Munich, Berne, and St. Petersburg, as well as in New York, 

Chicago, Dallas, San Francisco, and Miami. In addition to concert appearances, they 

have presented master classes on the music of Argentina and the tango in the United 

States, Canada and in cities throughout Japan and China.  

The Duo also performs worldwide as featured artists with chamber and symphonic 

orchestras in a project called Orquestango that highlights the music of Binelli, Piazzolla 

and Horacio Salgán, among others. 

 

The Binelli-Ferman Duo has performed as soloists in North America with: the San 

Francisco, Colorado and Vancouver Symphonies, internationally with the Eskisehir 

Symphony (Turkey)  and Hong Kong City Chamber Orchestra and in Latin America with  

the Montevideo Philharmonic (uruguay), the Symphonic Orchestra of Concepción, Chile, 

and the Symphony orchestras of Mendoza, Parana and La Plata, Argentina. 

 

The Duo has recorded Imágenes de Buenos Aires for Romeo Records and Epsa Music, 

Orquestango vols. I and II with the The Montevideo Philharmonic, for Sondor Records and 

New Tango Vision with the guitarist Eduardo Isaac.

Internationally renowned bandoneón 

virtuoso, composer and arranger, 

Argentinean Daniel Binelli tours 

extensively around the world for 

ensemble concerts and recitals. The 

bandoneón is a unique and sensuous 

instrument showcased in a wide range 

of his compositions, many of which 

have roots in the tango of his native 

land, where he is known as a dedicated 

researcher and renowned expert in the 

form. 

In 1989 Daniel Binelli joined Astor 

Piazzollaõs New Tango Sextet, touring 

internationally. Binelli is widely 

acclaimed as the foremost exponent of 

Piazzollaõs music. In fact, his recording 

as soloist in Piazzollaõs Concerto for 

Bandoneon, String Orchestra and 

Pretcussion, òAconcaguaó, is featured 

on a 2010 Grammy Award nominated 

CD from Naxos. 

Orchestras with whom  Mr. Binelli has appeared as guest soloist include, among others,  

the Philadelphia Orchestra, Atlanta Symphony, Virginia Symphony, Sydney Symphony, 

Tonhalle Orchestra in Zurich, Montreal Symphony, Ottawa Symphony, Dayton 

Philharmonic (Ohio) and St. Petersburg Symphony Orchestra, (Russia).  

Binelli has worked with numerous conductors, such as Charles Dutoit, Lalo Schiffrin, 

Franz Paul Decker, Robert Spano, JoAnn Falletta, and Giselle Ben Dor, Isaiah Jackson, 

Michael Christie, Lior Shambadal and Daniel Schweitzer. He has also conducted 

Piazzollaõs operetta María de Buenos Aires in Sicily (Italy) with Italian singer Milva.  
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Mr.Binelliõs collaborations incude duo performances with pianist Polly Ferman and 

guitarist Eduardo Isaac as well as with the Binelli- Ferman- Isaac Trio. 

Daniel Binelli is the Musical Director of Tango Metropolis company, recently featured at a 

PBS Documentary Tango: the Spirit of Argentina and on a BBC documentary on Astor 

Piazzollaõs life.  

A seasoned composer in his own right, Binelli has created and arranged music for solo 

instruments, string and wind quintet, chamber and symphonic orchestras, as well as 

dance and film music. His versatility allows him to work in many styles, from traditional 

Tango styles to contemporary classical language.   

He has composed three original concertos: one for bandoneón, one for piano and 

another for guitar and symphonic orchestra. He was commissioned by Utah State 

University for a Concerto for Piano, Bandone·n and Orchestra: òHomage to Tangoó which 

was premiered on March 2008. His work for three pianos: Golden Gate Fantasy was 

composed with a grant from the American Music Center. 

In 2010, he was commissioned by Quintet of the Americas to compose New York Tango, 

for wind quintet, piano and bandoneón.  This work was supported by a grant from New 

York State Council on the Arts. It will be premiered May 14, 2011 at Symphony Space, 

New York, along with two other pieces for wind quintet, piano and bandoneón: Corales de 

Hawaii and Espacial. 

Additionally, Binelli has composed music for the Argentinean films India Pravile, Funes, 

Un Gran Amor and Tango baile nuestro.  

He has recorded for the Naxos, Universal, Sondor, Romeo, CBC, Decca, Dorian and EMI 

labels.

Ferman's extensive tours as a soloist 

have included performances with the 

Symphonies of San Francisco, Colorado, 

Vancouver, and Indianapolis, as well as 

the Tokyo Philharmonic, Kharkov 

Philharmonic Orchestra (Ukraine), 

Philippines Philharmonic, Sâo Paulo 

State Symphony., the National Symphony 

of Argentina and Camerata Romeu in 

Cuba, in addition to recitals at New 

Yorkõs Carnegie Hall, Tokyoõs Suntory and 

Takemitsu Halls, Virginiaõs Wolf Trap, 

Londonõs St. Martin in the Fields, Koncert 

Halle of Munich, and the Buenos Aires Teatro Colon. Ferman was the only soloist 

selected to play at the Pan American Games of 1992, where she performed Villa-Lobosõ 

Momo Precoce for piano and orchestra with the Indianapolis Symphony. Her 

performances were featured in a 2005 nationally televised PBS documentary special: 

Tango the Spirit of Argentina and in the Brazilian movie A Viuva da Rua Siria.  

 

Ms. Ferman's collaborations include duo performances with guitarist Eduardo Isaac and 

bandoneonist Daniel Binelli, and performances as guest artist in Binelli's quintet, Tango 

Metropolis and with the Orquestango project, with which she has toured extensively in 

Europe, Japan, Australia and the U.S.  

 

She was also Music Director and pianist for Leading Ladies of Tango, the first all-female 

tango music and dance show. Polly Ferman has created, directs and performs as pianist, 

GlamourTango, a musical celebrating Women in Tango with an all-female cast of 

musicians and dancers (glamourtango.com).

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She is the founder and CEO of New York-based PAMAR (Pan American Musical Art 

Research, Inc., a non for profit organization founded in 1984 in New York City, whose 

purpose is to promote better understanding among the various countries and cultures of 

the Americas. She is also the Producer and Director of the organizationõs Latin American 

Cultural Week in New York, a Festival featuring music, dance, literature, visual arts, 

theater and film (pamar.org, lacw.net). 

Ferman's numerous recordings constitute one of the worldõs most extensive collections 

of Latin American repertoire, including such titles as Argentine Piano Music, Waltzes of 

the Americas, Habaneras, Milongas and Tangos, disks devoted to the music of Nazareth, 

Lecuona and Ariel Ramirez and collaborations with Daniel Binelli in Images of Buenos 

Aires, and Orquestango 1 & 2, Tango Metropolis and New Tango Vision, with Binelli and 

Eduardo Isaac, and are available on Music Masters, Musical Heritage Society, PAMAR, 

Talent Romeo Records, EPSA Music, Sondor and New Vision.  

 

Polly Ferman began her musical studies at the age of three in her native Uruguay, giving 

her first recital at seven and winning the Jeunesses Musicales Competition at the age of 

nine. She went on to attend the J.S. Bach Conservatory as a pupil of Santiago Baranda 

Reyes. Later she studied with Celia Bronstein in Buenos Aires and Eugene List and 

William Daghlian in New York City.

With his background as bandoneonist and his work on arrangements in the almost 

mythical orchestra of Osvaldo Pugliese, Daniel Binelli toured the world as a member of 

the Sextet of the creator of nuevo tango, Astor Piazzolla. Always open to new ideas, this 

native of Buenos Aires creates brilliant compositions in Argentinaõs contemporary idiom. 

One of the leading interpreters of the music of the Americas, Uruguayan pianist Polly 

Ferman captivates audiences with her illuminating performances of works by Gottschalk, 

Nazareth, Villa-Lobos, Ginastera and Piazzolla.
